e We assume God will not help us.

o We equate God’s ability with our feelings.

"We must battle through our moods into absolute devotion to the Lord Jesus to get out of the hole-and-corner business of our
experience into abandoned devotion to Him."[1]

¢ We will not nourish ourselves in our faith

e We fear surrender and insist on maintaining control of our lives.
